Adam, Hannah, Holly, Rachel and Thad, along with us, began the confirmation journey on the topic of prayer.  Since 

―doing‖ prayer well requires practice, each time we meet each of us leaves with the name of someone in our 

congregation for whom we will be praying.  We’ve learned about many types of prayer – one is a breath prayer.  If 

you would like to create your own, it’s simple.  A breath prayer is a prayer of 6-8 syllables, short enough to be prayed 

while breathing in and out.  To create a personal breath prayer, as you breathe in (and hold it), say the word that best 

describes your image of God (e.g. God, Father, Spirit, Counselor, whatever it may be).  As you breathe out, ask for 

what you need in just a few syllables.  Repeat as often as you are moved to do so.  It is a great way to stop in the 

middle of a busy day and refocus in just a short period of time – the prayer and the deep breathing together work 

wonders!  We are now in the midst of looking at the life of Jesus as written in the book of Mark, after which we will 

be sharing faith stories.  Your willingness to share your faith stories with us (see Pastor’s article) will strengthen this 

segment of our journey.   Thank you for your ongoing support and prayers!

Dear Friends: 

Welcome to Advent.  This month’s column is more or less a series of invitations. 

One has to do with Christmas Day.  What does your family do on Christmas?  And what do you do when Christmas is 

also a Sunday?  Like every other Sunday, we’ll gather on Christmas Day this year (but remember: at 10:30 that day)… 

Will I see you at church?  At first glance, church on Christmas Day seems inconvenient.  It interrupts family plans (I 

know that many families have their hands full that day without leaving the house).  But some of the best things God ever 

did were interruptions, and we seem to learn best when outside our routine.  I can think of no better time to gather than 

the day that celebrates the turning point in human history, and no better reason to gather than to celebrate with all our 

family: brothers, sisters, uncles, aunts, grandparents, and loved ones in Jesus. 

About the time change on Christmas:  Obviously, that extra hour is an act of kindness for those who gave us the 

Christmas Eve service just hours before!  But could a later service make sense every week?  We’re reviewing what could 

happen that can’t happen now, but could—if we arranged Sundays differently.  Right now, for example, to sing in the 

choir or join an adult Church School class, you’re arriving between 8:15 and 8:30—early in anyone’s book.  I invite you 

to imagine how a later start could make some wonderful things possible. 

Another invitation: to share your faith story.  Beth and I decided that it would be good to have a few folk share their 

spiritual journeys with our Confirmation class.  And then we decided: why not open this up to the whole church?  We 

don’t want to add one more must-do to your list, but this could provide a refreshing break in the season’s frantic pace: a 

time to sit down, reflect, and listen to your heart.  What stories we could tell if we shared how we found God, or how 

God found us, or when we sensed God’s presence!  In the weeks ahead, we’ll invite each other to consider a sentence, a 

paragraph…a witness to how God has touched our lives.  Stay tuned. 

Finally: You and your whole household are invited to Beth and Pastor Dale’s Open House: 3-6 PM on Sunday, 

December 11
th

! 

One more thing: for your love and encouragement this year, thank you.  God’s blessings and peace this Advent and 

Christmas!
